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Desien

Intermediate projects require more skill than beginning projects. They’re more complex and use
more modeling techniques. They might show more sophiscated animation, like the sample“Box”
animation on our web site.

An intermediate project might use several “modifiers” to alter a primitive. It might use a bump
or bitmap texture.

An intermediate project might include a more elaborate “environment”: ground, plants, sky
and other objects to make the scene more interesting.
