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Now you can begin to set up the Viewport Canvas
1. The Viewport Canvas box is located on the “Tools” menu.
3. In the“Layer” panel choose “Add Layer”.
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4, Return to the Brush. Select a color and paint.

The Viewport Canvas paint set is similar to the one in PhotoShop. You can control brush size, set layers and
and layer efffects. Spend some time experimenting.
